DESCRIPTION:
Painting has long since left the wall and entered space; by doing so, it has expanded its terrain. Embrace! will
explore the limitless possibilittes of space when artists are asked to create their own site-specific,
commissioned art works, inspired by the Denver Art Museum’s Hamilton Building. Seventeen artists from
Denver and around the world will converge at the DAM’s iconic structure to create works that “embrace” the
dynamic spaces of the building.

PROGRAMMING:

Embrace! programs are designed to break down the traditional barriers between artists and visitors.
With most of the works being installed in public areas of the Hamilton Building during the weeks and
months prior to opening, visitors will see the evolution of the pieces and gain firsthand experience of the
artists’ creative processes. Documentation of installations and artists’ perspectives on the process will
be used to provide visitor information about the works for the duration of the exhibition, aiming to give
visitors a more direct experience with the artists themselves.
